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In the Declaration of Independence, it states, “We
hold these truths to be self-evident, that all men are
created equal, that they are endowed by their
Creator with certain unalienable Rights, that among
these are Life, Liberty and the pursuit of Happiness.”

And all
men can hear the witness of God’s goodness as “the
heavens declare the glory of God, and the firmament
sheweth his handywork. Day unto day uttereth
speech, and night unto night sheweth knowledge.”
(Psalms 19:1-2). These and other blessings are given to
all men from God.
